Ina momentous eventon January 12,2024, Hong Kong
Shue Yan University hosted the Renaming Ceremony of
the 35th Anniversary Plaza at Lady Lily Shaw Hall in
the presence of Mrs Dorothy Koo and Dr. Ti Hua Koo.
The newly renovated venue is now named after the
couple for their generous donation of HKS30 million
to support campus development. The University has
taken the opportunity to express heartfelt gratitude to
Dr. Koo and Mrs Koo.

In her speech, HKSYU Senior Vice President Professor
Catherine Sun Tien-lun said the donation funded the
venue refurbishment with enhanced features, including
advanced audio-visual equipment, to provide a versatile
space for students to engage in various digital arts and
cultural activities from concerts to dramas and even
virtual reality games.

Prof. Sun added that the 35th Anniversary Plaza has
been significantin enriching many students' university
experiences. Acknowledging the contributions of
students and teaching staff who have breathed
life into the venue, Prof. Sun said the renamed Mrs
Dorothy KOO and Dr Ti Hua KOO Plaza will mark a new
beginning, a new life, and a new milestone by brining
more memories and joy, and a touch of artistic flair, to
Shue Yan University.

Dr. Koo and Mrs Koo's philanthropic gesture has
extended beyond the plaza project, as they donated
a total of HKS35 million to support Hong Kong
Shue Yan University's educational mission and
contribute to the academic development of young
minds.

Hong Kong Shue Yan University celebrated its 49th
Graduation Ceremony and bestowed honorary doc-
torates upon two individuals at Lady Lily Shaw Hall
on November 27, 2023. Dr. Chuang Shuk-kwan, Head
of the Department of Health's Communicable Disease
Branch, and Professor Dennis Lam Shun-chiu, an oph-
thalmologist and a delegate to the National People's
Congress, were honoured with Doctorates in Social
Science for their outstanding contributions to public
health and medicine.

Dr. Chuang has dedicated over two decades to the De-
partment of Health, specializing in monitoring and pre-
venting infectious diseases. She played pivotal roles in
managing outbreaks such as the COVID-19 pandemic
in 2019, the Middle East Respiratory Syndrome in 2013,
enterovirus 71 epidemic in 2008, human streptococ-
cus suis outbreak in Sichuan, China in 2005, and the
SARS outbreak in 2003. During the early stages of the
COVID-19 pandemic in January 2020, Dr. Chuang and
her colleagues personally visited Wuhan, looking for in-
sights in preventive measures, and clinical treatments
from related cases. Her unwavering commitment to
public health between 2000 and 2022, including a re-
cord-setting 72 consecutive days of pandemic briefing
sessions, earned her public recognition for her excep-
tional dedication and professionalism.

Dr. Kaman Lee Ka-man, Head of the Department of
Journalism and Communication, read the citation. She
praised Dr. Chuang, whom for once did not take a single
day off in two months to keep the public informed during
the COVID-19 pandemic, displayed a rare spirit of dedica-
tion and professionalism in her continuous service.

Dr. Chuang expressed gratitude for the honour, and
said she would dedicate it to those who contributed to

the battle against the COVID-19 pandemic. She thanked
the community for their resilience, adherence to pre-
ventive measures, and the spirit to help one another.
“The honour belongs to everyone,” she said.

For Professor Lam, his ground-breaking work in utiliz-
ing peripheral iris laser surgery and corneal puncture
surgery to treat acute glaucoma has received global
accolades. “Asia-Pacific Journal of Ophthalmology”, a
journal which he is a founding editor, was ranked the
number one academic journal in the Asia-Pacific region
and 7th globally in 2023, which again reaffirmed his in-
fluence in the field.

Professor Lam is actively involved in philanthropy. He
founded the non-profit Action for Vision Eye Founda-
tion in 1999 to raise awareness of eye care, and provide
free eye examinations and surgeries for those in need.
In 2006, he established charity fund Project Vision with
an objective to donate ophthalmic equipment to grass-
roots hospitals in mainland China and provide surgical
training for doctors. In 2013, an eye hospital in Shen-
zhen founded by Professor Lam had provided free arti-
ficial eyes implants for Guo Bin, a Shanxi boy who lost
both eyes.

Dr. Alex LiWang-on, Associate Vice President (University
Research) read the citation. He lauded Professor Lam's
outstanding contributions in medicine, education, and
research. He said Professor Lam has received interna-
tional acclaim as a pioneer in ophthalmology, includ-
ing a Senior Achievement Award from the American
Academy of Ophthalmology in 2008. Dr. Li commended
Professor Lam's passion for medicine and concern for
the society align with Hong Kong Shue Yan University's
philosophy of “Cultivating Virtues of Benevolence”.

Citizens: One Can’t Go a Day without This ‘Kwan’ #

At 4:30 p.m. on September 24, 2022, during the press
conference held by the Centre for Health Protection
of the Hong Kong Department of Health, Dr. CHUANG
Shuk-kwan spoke in a calm, natural tone, neither fast
nor slow, as she stated, “I hope this will be our last one.”
She then conveyed her well wishes to the citizens of
Hong Kong.

During the days when the COVID-19 pandemic was
rampant, Dr. CHUANG Shuk-kwan hosted the daily 4:30
p.m. press conference to provide the public with the
latest updates on the pandemic. In citizens' minds, this
became a symbol both of the times and of a comforting
presence. Seeing Dr. CHUANG and hearing her voice
brought reassurance to the people. Thus hearing her
announcement on September 24 that the day's briefings
would mark the final chapter, the ultimate conclusion,
citizens felt both a sense of joy and a lingering reluctance
to let go. They asked, “When will ‘Kwan’ come back
again?” This ‘Kwan’ naturally refers to Dr. CHUANG. Now
that “the pandemic” had been defeated, there would
seemingly be no reason for her to continue hosting
the 4:30 p.m. press conferences. However, the name
CHUANG Shuk-kwan had already become firmly etched
in the minds of the people, and an integral part of the
city itself. How did Dr. CHUANG become the most popular
and beloved public figure during those difficult times?

Since the beginning of the pandemicin January 2020,
Dr. CHUANG remained steadfast and was consistently
present to host the 4:30 p.m. press conferences, ex-
cept for the few occasions when they were canceled.
For over two years, regardless of the weather condi-
tions, she was always dedicated and reliable. When
confronted with reporters' challenging and some-
times persistent questions, Dr. CHUANG remained
unperturbed, maintaining a calm and composed
demeanor. She responded with grace, providing me-
ticulous and patient answers to their inquiries. A sta-
tistical analysis conducted at the time found that Dr.
CHUANG had hosted the press conference for 72 days
inarow, meaning that she worked without a break for
over two months. Her respect for her job, her enthusi-
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asm in doing her work, and her professionalism were
truly unparalleled, and demonstrated how indispens-
able she was to the citizens, who could not imagine
a day without her. Her presence enabled the public
to stay informed about the actual situation and prog-
ress of the pandemic, serving as a crucial link in the
fight against COVID-19. Dr. CHUANG upheld the prin-
ciples of openness and transparency, speaking hon-
estly and directly. Through this platform, she not only
addressed the concerns and fears of the citizens but
also garnered their affection.

The Depth of Love for Her Husband Resides within
Unspoken Words

Unfortunately, in early 2020, Dr. CHUANG's husband,
who was also a medical doctor, fell gravely ill and re-
quired hospitalization. She visited him at the hospital
and took care of their family during this difficult time;
yet despite everything, she never forgot the daily 4:30
p.m. briefings, which she conducted calmly and un-
hurriedly every time. She continued to fulfill her duties
as usual until December 5, 2020, when, an hour before
the scheduled conference, she unexpectedly requested
leave. It was subsequently revealed that her husband's
condition had become critical. Two days later, she at-
tended the conference dressed in black. Yet she exhib-
ited exceptional professionalism and a strong sense of
responsibility, while silently bearing the pain of losing
her husband.

The manner in which she conducted herself, prioritizing
public interests over personal ones and disregarding
her own pain, earned her the public's deepest respect,
with everyone wishing “Shuk-kwan well and safe.”
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Same Name, Same Profession as Her Trailblazer

In 1904, Cholera broke out in Guangzhou. In terms of
both prevention and medical treatment, there was no
effective means to combat the widespread epidemic. In
that year, a woman renowned as “China's first female
medical doctor” who had extensively studied preven-
tive medicine, accurately identified that the epidemic's
spread resulted from the contamination of river and
well water by the effluvia of infected people. She pro-
posed that the authorities employ boats to transport
fresh water from Simen, a suburb of Guangzhou, for
public consumption, and disseminate information to
the families of the patients, stressing the significance of
incinerating vomit and diarrhea rather than disposing
of them haphazardly. She also recommended the prohi-
bition of selling spoiled fruits and melons. The authori-
ties heeded her advice and implemented the measures.
Weeks later, the epidemic was successfully brought
under control, making it a classic case in the annals of
China's medical history.

In 1926, during the rampant outbreak of Cholera in
Shanghai, this same female doctor, who was born in
Guangzhou and was also renowned as the “Heroine of
Xinhai” and thefounderofthe Red Cross Society of China,
once again bravely fought on the front lines against the
epidemic. Interestingly, she shared the same surname
and first name as Dr. CHUANG Shuk-kwan from Hong
Kong, and equally enjoyed great popularity among the
citizens. In Putonghua pronunciation, she is known as
ZHANG Zhujun. As the story goes, in 1924, while she was
aboard a ship to Hong Kong, she encountered a group
of pirates. Once her identity was revealed, the pirates
returned her confiscated items, and departed after
kowtowing to her. On another occasion, while she was
being robbed on a road, the robbers, upon learning her
name, also retreated with a bow.

Dr. CHUANG Shuk-kwan from Hong Kong is similarly es-
teemed by the public. On International Women's Day
(March 8) of 2021, a day that “commemorates the wom-
en's rights movement,” netizens launched the “Thank-
ing CHUANG Shuk-kwan” campaign to applaud her tre-
mendous efforts in leading the Health Department in
combating the pandemic, regardless of the challenges.
ZHANG Zhujun of Xinhai was also an advocate and activ-
ist for women's rights.

History so often repeats itself. Both women, sharing the
same name but belonging to two different eras, became
heroines in the fight against epidemics.

Fighting the Pandemic: Stay Fully Vigilant, and Never
Let Your Guard Down

On April 20, 2020, when Hong Kong reported zero
confirmed cases, the COVID-19 press conference was
suspended. So, the people asked, “Where is Dr. CHUANG
Shuk-kwan?”

Onthatday,she hadreturnedto heroffice to accept a gift
of over 12,000 tulips from the Netherlands Consulate-
General in Hong Kong on behalf of the public hospitals,
the Hospital Authority, and the Centre for Health
Protection. Wisers Information Limited later conducted
an analysis of online messaging from January to
May of that year, which encompassed 840,000 posts,
24.45 million comments, and 250 million instances of
netizen communication. After filtering out the negative
messages, Dr. CHUANG emerged as the most popular
government official. In response, she commended the
people of Hong Kong for their exceptional self-discipline
during the pandemic, highlighting their unwavering
adherence to preventive guidelines without letting
their guard down, which was truly admirable.

Dr. CHUANG Shuk-kwan has dedicated over 20 years
of service to the Department of Health. In the early
years after the establishment of the Centre for Health
Protection in 2004, she held successive positions as the
Principal Medical and Health Officer, and the Principal
Officer of Surveillance and Epidemiology Branch (SEB).
In 2007, she was promoted to the position of Consultant
Doctor. Her responsibilities included informing the public
about outbreaks of infectious diseases in Hong Kong and
Mainland China. She has dealt with infectious diseases
such as Streptococcus suis in Sichuan in 2005, the
Enterovirus-71 (EV-71) in 2008, the Middle East Respiratory
Syndrome Coronavirus (MERS) outbreak in 2013, and the
COVID-19 pandemicin 2019.

Dr. CHUANG has achieved remarkable results in the
field of public health.

Vice-President Dr. HU, in recognition of Dr. CHUANG
Shuk-kwan's invaluable contributions to the battle
against the COVID-19 pandemic in Hong Kong and her
esteemed reputation among the citizens, Shue Yan
University is honored to bestow upon Dr. CHUANG
Shuk-kwan the degree of Doctor of Social Sciences,
honoris causa. The Shue Yan community is proud to be
associated with her remarkable achievements.

The word "Kwan" is the Cantonese pronunciation of the character[&J(pronounced jun in Putonghua), which refers to a person
of honor, or is used as a respectable address to a person. This same character is part of Dr. CHUANG Shuk-kwan's name. Thus

this saying is a play on words.

The eyes are often hailed as the windows to the soul,
and even as the key to understanding the world. As
we perceive and navigate the world, up to ninety
percent of the information we receive is obtained
through our eyes. Consequently, the experience of
people afflicted with eye diseases is akin to losing
the key to fully experiencing our vibrant and diverse
world. Professor Dennis LAM Shun-chiu, an interna-
tionally renowned and professional ophthalmolo-
gist, researcher, and educator, has utilized his medi-
cal expertise and outstanding research achievements
to help countless patients afflicted with eye diseases
to restore the key that reconnects them to the world,
while also illuminating the path forward for aspiring
young scholars.

Professor LAM, who came from a humble family
background and grew up in a resettlement estate
under challenging circumstances, has developed a
strong determination and a profound empathy for the
underprivileged insociety.In 1984, he graduated from
The University of Hong Kong with Bachelor Degrees
in Medicine and Surgery, and subsequently became a
fellow at multiple prestigious ophthalmic institutes
and academies. In 2003, he earned a Doctor of
Medicine degree from The Chinese University of Hong
Kong. Currently, Dr. LAM is recognized as a world-
renowned clinical ophthalmologist and a leading
researcher in the field of ophthalmology. He also
was among the earliest group of ophthalmologists
and eye specialists to visit Mainland China with the
mission of initiating efforts to alleviate poverty and
eliminate blindness. His unwavering determination
and altruistic nature serve as a shining embodiment
of the spirit of Hong Kong.

Professor LAM's outstanding contributions in
medicine, education, and research have received
widespread recognition from the international
medical community. Asearly as2008, he was honored
by the American Academy of Ophthalmology (AAO)
with the highest achievement award, and in 2014,
he received the “Jose Rizal Medal” from the Asia-
Pacific Academy of Ophthalmology (APAO). In 2022,
the International Council of Ophthalmology (ICO)
presented him with the G.0O.H. Naumann Award for
Leadership in Global Eye Care. Professor LAM has
been selected as one of the “Top 100 Most Influential
Ophthalmologists in the World” for six consecutive

terms, and in 2022, he was ranked first in the “Asia-
Pacific Eye 100 - Most Influential Ophthalmologists”
list.

Moreover, Professor LAM is committed to knowledge
transmission and innovation. He currently serves
as the Director of the C-MER International Eye
Research Center at The Chinese University of Hong
Kong, Shenzhen. Previously, from 1998 to 2003, he
held the position of Chairman of the Department of
Ophthalmology and Visual Sciences at The Chinese
University of Hong Kong. In addition, he has also
held the prestigious roles of Director of the State
Key Laboratory of Ophthalmology at Sun Yat-Sen
University and the Director of the STU/CUHK Joint
Shantou International Eye Centre (JSIEC), Shantou
University. Through his mentorship and exemplary
leadership at these institutions of higher learning,
he has made significant contributions to nurturing
aspiring talents who have become pillars in the field
of ophthalmology in the Greater China region.

Professor LAM has achieved remarkable success
in research on glaucoma, refractive and cataract
surgery. He has made significant contributions to
the development of pre-operative, intra-operative,
and post-operative treatment methods. These
advancements have directly impacted the success
rate of ophthalmic surgeries and the rehabilitation of
patients. His outstanding contributions in the study
of macular and retinal diseases have also received
widespread recognition. Since 2023, the Asia-
Pacific Vitreo-Retina Society (APVRS) has named the
Society's third lecture the “Dennis LAM Lecture,” as
a way of honoring his research achievements and
impact. Professor LAM has also held the prominent
positions of President of the Asia-Pacific Academy
of Ophthalmology (APAO) and the Asia-Pacific
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Vitreo-Retina Society (APVRS), as well as being the
Founding President of the Asia-Pacific Society of Eye
Genetics (APSEG). In these capacities, he actively
promotes technological innovation and global
visual health. His leadership position in the field of
ophthalmology is highly esteemed.

To date, Professor LAM has published over 800
Science Citation Index (SCI) articles. In addition
to being selected as one of the “World’s Top 2%
Scientists” in 2023, he also clinched the number one
spotinthe “Lifetime Scientific Impact Ranking (1960~
2022) in the field of Ophthalmology in China/HK.” In
2012, he founded and served as the Editor-in-Chief
of the Asia-Pacific Journal of Ophthalmology (APJO).
In 2023, the Journal attained the top ranking in the
Asia-Pacific region and was ranked seventh globally
among prestigious ophthalmology publications.

Professor LAM is not only well-respected for his
medical expertise, but also celebrated for his
philanthropic spirit. He is a founding advisor and
committee member of the charitable organization,
Lifeline Express Hong Kong Foundation, and also
established the Project Vision Charitable Foundation
in 2004. Project Vision is guided by the principle of
“teaching people to fish instead of giving them fish”
and the belief that “everyone has the right to see.”
To date, Project Vision has established 32 poverty
alleviation ophthalmic centers in multiple provinces,
trained over 160 cataract surgeons, and completed
over 200,000 cataract surgeries. In 2009, as a member
of the National People's Congress, Professor LAM
successfully advocated for the implementation
of one million free cataract surgeries for poverty
alleviation at the national level through the platform
of the NPC.

Professor LAM's charitable work has been highly
praised by many sectors across the country, and
he has received numerous awards, including the
Ten Outstanding Young Persons of the World Award
and the Hong Kong Humanity Award. His tireless
efforts have not only brought light to countless
patients with eye diseases but have also sown the
seeds of compassion, and trained and inspired many
ophthalmologists to engage in poverty alleviation
and contribute to society.

Professor LAM's remarkable achievements are
founded on his passion for medical science and
concern for the welfare of our society. As a physician,
teacher, and scholar, he embodies the virtues of
“compassion and skill,” aligning with the ideal of
Shue Yan University's motto, “Building Models of
Morality, Cultivating Virtues of Benevolence.” His
selfless dedication has illuminated the life paths of
countless individuals and continues to serve as a
model for our faculty and students.

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Shue Yan University Receives Funding from Hong Kong Jockey Club Charities

Trust to Promote Emotional Learning for Primary School Students
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In response to escalating concerns over youth mental
health, Hong Kong Shue Yan University announces its
partnership with Hong Kong Federation of Youth Groups
to launch a project aimed at promoting social and emo-
tional learning among primary school students.

The project titled “Emotion World: Enhancing Middle
Primary School Students' Emotional Competence Via a
Holistic, Integrative, Gamified Platform” is co-led by Pro-
fessor Catherine Tang, Vice President (Graduate School)
and Distinguished Professor of Psychology, and Dr. Ja-
son Chow, Associate Academic Vice President (Teaching
and Learning Development) and Associate Professor in
the Department of Counselling and Psychology. This
project will adopt a comprehensive approach to address
the critical need for emotional competence develop-
ment among primary school students. It integrates both
online and offline counselling, and will provide capacity
building workshops for students, teachers and parents.
Moreover, the project team will design digital games to
enhance deep learning of emotional skills, creating an
engaging and immersive experience for the participants.

This project has won a funding of 27.36 million from the
Hong Kong Jockey Club Charities Trusts, with 18.86 mil-
lion allocated to the Mrs. Dorothy Koo and Dr. Ti-Hua
Koo Centre for Interdisciplinary Evidence-based Prac-
tice and Research at Hong Kong Shue Yan University. It
is anticipated to benefit 5,000 primary school students,
in addition to their parents and teachers, representing a
significant step towards addressing systemic challenges
in promoting mental health and emotional well-being
among Hong Kong's youth. Dr. Jason Chow stated that
this collaborative effort underscores Shue Yan Univer-
sity's commitment to leveraging digital technology and

evidence-based research to make a meaningful impact
on society. Furthermore, it aligns with the centre's mis-
sion to promote intergenerational health. In the future,
there are plans to expand the project to different age
groups and incorporate more advanced technology
such as Al chatbot and VR-assisted training.

Miss Helen Kwok, the Assistant Director of the Mrs Dor-
othy Koo and Dr Ti-hua Koo Center for Interdisciplinary
Evidence-based Practice and Research, suggested that
there is a general lack of teaching materials for enhanc-
ing primary school students' emotional competence in
the society, and she expected that this project could
help students developing emotional skills via gamified
and immersive learning experience.

Through the partnership between Shue Yan Universi-
ty, the Hong Kong Jockey Club Charities Trust, and the
Hong Kong Federation of Youth Groups, the Project
aims to empower the next generation with essential
skills and support to navigate life's emotional complex-
ities effectively.

2022/23 Teaching Excellence Award Winner
Dr. Yang Yike (Department of Chinese Language
and Literature)
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Dr.Yang's award-winning course “Digital Technologies
in Teaching”(IDP 401) was developed as an elective for
the education concentrations in Chinese, English, and
history. The course aims to introduce students to new
technologies used in education and provide them with
the opportunity to explore the integration of these
technologies into their teaching practices. It covers
various areas such as learning management systems,
extended reality (XR), geographic information systems
(GIS), and 3D printing.

The course places a strong emphasis on training
students to integrate digital technology into
pedagogy effectively. Dr. Yang employs innovative
teaching methods that encourage hands-on learning
experiences for the students. One notable aspect of
the course is that students are given the opportunity
to create their own Open Educational Resources
(OERs), allowing them to apply the knowledge and
skills they have acquired throughout the course.

"The Real Surrealism Masterpiece: Salvador
Dali versus the Artificial Intelligence"

of surrealist art, raise public awareness of surrealist art,
and provoke critical reflection on the impact of Al on
artistic practice.

This project aims to enhance secondary school stu-
dents' interestin learning Chinese History through the
use of open educational resources (OER) in the form of
a website.

With
these technologies, users can learn about the Great
Wall of the Ming Dynasty, one of the most important
defence constructions in the Ming Dynasty, explore
Zheng He's voyages, and discover the routes Zheng
He travelled.

A HKSYU Team Won the Championship

The 3rd Inter-University eBusiness Management Project Competition took
place on 3rd January 2024 in Shue Yan campus.

A team representing Hong Kong Shue Yan University
emerged as the winner in the 3rd eBusiness
Management Project Competition jointly organized
by the Department of Business Administration at
HKSYU and the Department of Information Systems
at the City University of Hong Kong (CityU).

Supported by Bauhaus International (Holdings) Limited,
the Competition took place on 3rd January, 2024
in Shue Yan campus. The judging panel comprised
HKSYU alumna Madam Winnie Tong, co-founder and
chairlady of Bauhaus, Mr. Sunny Yeung, CEO of Bauhaus,
Dr. Monica Law, Head and Associate Professor from
HKSYU's Department of Business Administration, and
Dr. Ron Kwok, Director of the Alumni Relations Office
and Associate Professor from CityU's Department of
Information Systems. A blind judging process was in
place to ensure fairness.

Dr. Joseph Kong, lecturer of eBusiness Management at
HKSYU, said he drew inspiration from his participation
in the iLEAP Competition organized by the Hong Kong
Computer Society last year, and invited the senior
management of Bauhaus to deliver guest lectures
over the semester. As they provided students with
insights into the Company's business challenges and
development directions, participating teams of both
Universities were encouraged to develop eBusiness
plans that align with the company's operations and
actual needs.

Susie So, a third-year HKSYU student from the MDIT

program, shared with Shue Yan Newsletter her learning
experiencesintheteam'sfinalvictory.Asanon-business
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major student, Susie found the course challenging but
gained invaluable experience in the art of business
pitching. She recalled the team at the early stage had
put too much focus on creativity, which sometimes
overshadowed feasibility and the necessary supporting
data. She was glad the guidance from Dr. Kong and the
contributions from their BBA teammate, Atiqg, ensured
a well-rounded approach. She also thanked Dr. Kong
for the rehearsal and advice on how to leverage their
skills in journalism to excel in the Competition.

Another HKSYU team from the Digital Marketing
programme also achieved a commendable result to win
the 1st runner-up. The team highlighted the importance
of demonstrating confidence during presentations. In
the process, Dr. Kong provided constructive feedback,
emphasizing the need for more detailed and refined
presentation content. Comparing the performance
of both universities, HKSYU teams were praised for
their specificity and practicality, while CityU teams
showcased professionalism and gave a presentation
more from an academic viewpoint.

As for the judging criteria, Dr. Monica Law said she
expects the teams to propose practical and feasible
solutions that are grounded in data. She lauded
the HKSYU teams for their practical and innovative
approach in their proposals. She also encouraged
students to recognize the differences between
Universities, especially in terms of presentation skills
and attention to details.

Dr. Kong and Dr. Yongjin Park, course leader of
eBusiness at CityU, expressed gratitude to Bauhaus for
the Company's continuous support of the Competition.
They thanked Madam Tong and Mr. Yeung for their
valuable input, including the provision of real-life
operational data, sharing of the Company's recent
developments, and the time spared for the judging
roles out of their busy schedules. Their support has
made the eBusiness Management courses at both
Universities a unique and valuable learning experience.
Dr. Kong and Dr. Park have turned this inter-university
competition's teaching and learning experiences into a
teaching case conference paper, which is accepted for
presentation in July at the 14th Canada International
Conference on Education hosted in Toronto.
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
